The number of European farmers continues to decline and this population is ageing: more half were
over the age of 55 in 2016, while, all types of jobs combined, the volume of agricultural work reached
its lowest level in the EU-28 on that date. If the renewal of agricultural assets is now one of the
objectives of the Policy common agricultural policy, this represents a break with its initial objectives
and tools. This article first takes stock of the evolution of agricultural structures and jobs in the EU,
where the development of the workforce is not enough to meet the challenges of the workforce. It
then presents the main tools of the 2014-2020 CAP, in this area, but also national policies that can
affect agricultural employment, both in quantity and quality.

The hardwood sawmill of the future: what strategic choices for tomorrow?

This article presents the conclusions of a study on the hardwood sawmilling industry. temperate in
metropolitan France. It aimed to identify the obstacles that currently hinder the development of this
industry, whether technical, organizational, cyclical or economic; to understand the root causes of
these obstacles and to propose avenues to help the sector make the choices that will enable it to
consolidate its future. The work consisted of three main stages: an economic analysis of the sector
carried out by the study service providers, a survey of industry players and a benchmarking abroad.
A standard model of a hardwood sawmill, integrated within its sector, could then be identified. Finally,
eight sets of courses of action are presented, in order to move towards this model and to allow the
French hardwood sawmill to begin his transition.
